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TIME LINE

The British Thomson-Houston Company Ltd. Started development of the site in 1899.
Electricity related manufacturing facility i turbines, lamps, motors for craneage etc.

Pioneering Company i 1900 to 1910 i first company to take electrification to shipyards,
collieries, rolling mills.

Prior to World War One i B.T.H marinised turbines to power Naval Vessels.

World War One 1 increase demand on all fronts 7 especially magnetos as Germany were the
main producer of the time. Also guns, mines, depth charges and shells.

Post WW1 i manufacturing of wireless apparatus, 19306 saw an increase in sodium mercury
discharge lighting (street lighting). 1937 saw the construction of the Main Office Building.

Second World War i Production of Radar equipment commenced along with the staple diet of
shells and mines etc. Jet propulsion systems where developed. Some research into the
Atomic Bomb. Electric torpedos developed after capture of German U-Boat.

Sir Frank Whittle T 1937 he commenced work with B.T.H. to develop the jet engine.
Works peaked 19601 1980 1 from where there has been steady decline.
